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Officers who participate will be given an official letter with our tax exempt number making them eligible to solicit charitable donations

Prizes are usually gift certificates but can be anything worth raffling off to raise money.

Stores or restaurants should be local to the Frederick area such as Home Depot, Circuit City, Best Buy, Walmart, Red Lobster, etc.

Our social events include the July 28th Pool Picnic, December 8th Pizza and Santa Claus Bowl, and the December 15th Dining Out

Tickets are usually $1 and collected money is divided evenly between the branch and the charity

Recognition is usually a certificate of appreciation and a letter that can be placed in an officer's OPF
